
 

 

 

 

To ensure the safety of our patrons and staff, Coronado Skatepark has adopted the following 
protocol as outlined by the County of San Diego. 

 

• The Skatepark is a supervised facility. 
• The Skatepark will be open on a limited basis: 

o Monday through Friday, 2:30 p.m. – 6:30 p.m. and Saturday through Sunday 12:30 – 6:30 p.m. 
• The snack bar will not be open. 

Reservations 
• You must have a reservation to use the facility. 
• Reservations must be made at least 24 hours in advance but no more than one week in advance.  
• No more than one (1) one-hour time slots may be reserved per day. 
• Four (4) patrons or four (4) household groups will be allowed per hour. 
• Please call (619) 708-8341 and leave a message for reservations. 
• Patrons must pre-pay for the reservation or have an annual pass to use the facility. 
• No cash or in-person payments will be accepted at this time – payments must be made over the phone. 

General Safety Guidelines 
• If you are sick or are feeling sick, please do not come to the Skatepark.  
• Staff encourage all patrons to wash their hands before coming to the Skatepark and at frequent intervals. 
• Hand sanitizer is available at the facility.  
• Staff require that patrons follow appropriate social distancing guidelines at all times.  Every patron interacting 

with staff must wear a face covering.  
• Please dispose of your own trash into garbage cans.  
• Staff instruction and programs are suspended at this time.  
• Patrons must depart the Skatepark area following their recreational activity.  No congregating is allowed. 
• Patrons shall handle and care for their own equipment. Staff will not be allowed to handle personal equipment. 
• Patrons must provide their own equipment, including all necessary safety equipment. 
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
